• If you suspect the person lives in a particular area ask your librarian about how to use online 
telephone directories.     

• If you know what kind of work the person does, or what her/his hobby is, you might contact 
the interest group or professional association of that field to learn whether he/she is a member. 
For addresses and phone numbers, see the Encyclopedia of Associations, available on the 
second floor of the Central Library.      

• If you know the religious affiliation of the person, contact churches in the area where he/she 
last lived. Ask whether he/she is a member, or whether the letter of membership has been 
transferred elsewhere.  Online telephone directories and Internet sites such as Anywho.com may 
be of use in locating addresses and phone numbers.     



• If you know where the person went to high school or college, contact the school or alumni 
association to see if he/she is a member. Addresses are available in Patterson's American 
Education, available on the second floor of the Central Library.      

• The following organizations offer help with missing persons searches.  Please bear in mind that 
the Atlanta-Fulton Public Library System cannot endorse the services of anyone who charges a 
fee.  The following list is offered only as a source of information. As always, use your best 
judgment in dealing with any fee-based service.

•    In some states, the Department of Motor Vehicles will provide information on an individual's 
driving record. If you know the license plate number, the DMV might give you his/her address. In 
Georgia, the Department of Motor Vehicles is at 270 Washington St. S.W., Atlanta GA 30334.

•    If a person has moved within the past year, send $3 to the U.S. Post Office and request the 
new address. Or mail an envelope to the old address; on the front boldly write Do Not Forward --
